When John Berger talks about this word in his
book This is Where We Meet, he mentions that
time passes exponentially and that some things
are preserved while others are lost. | think the
desire to make and create comes from the lack
of what you don't know you know, from the
belief that what has been lost can be brought
back.'

“Olmayan Varliklar, icerideki Manzara”

Dunyaya yonelen ¢cocuk bakisi, her insanin ¢ok iyi bildigi, ancak yillar icinde zaman tarafindan bozulan ve donusen bir algidir. Cocukken igcinde
yasadigimiz bizi sarmalayan evren, buyudugumuzde de farkli degildir. Evren bu anlamda degismez; gunluk olaylar, icine girip ¢iktigimiz mekanlar,
zaman olgusu ve maddenin kendisi aslinda ilk dogdugumuz gunku gibidir; hatta neredeyse tipatip aynidir. Ancak algimiz tamamen degisir, hislerimiz
olgunlasir, durugoéri dénisur ve nihayetinde soyut bir oyun/fantezi dliinyasindan ayrilarak somut bir diinyaya adim atariz.

Modern ¢cocuk edebiyatinda U¢ temel kavram vardir: Cocuk bakisi, cocuga gore’lik ve cocuk gercgekligi. Bu ¢ kavram, cocuklar icin yapilacak edebiyatin
pedagojik, gorsel ve estetik kabul ol¢cltlerinin anahtari durumundadir. Cocuk gercekligi cocuklarin gercekmis gibi alimladiklari, fakat hi¢ de nesnel
olmayan alimlama farklarinin yakalanmasidir. (Dilidizgin,1996:83) Nedense, gelisim tamamlandiginda bir zamanlar ¢cocuk oldugumuz fikri ve dunyayi
algilayisimizin bambaska hissettiriyor olmasi bize ¢cok yabanci gelse de, o donemde hissettigimiz her sey artik bizimledir; bir parcamiz olarak bizimle
yasamaya devam eder. Kolay olmayan yontemlerle girisilen zamanda yolculuk, bizi unuttugumuz bu gerceklige tekrar kavusturur.

Ummuhan Yoruk'un kendi zihninde cileli ugraslar sonucunda actigi derin kuyular, sanat¢inin zihin katmanlari arasinda kurulan yeni baglantilar ile
eskiyi; sanat¢inin dunu ile bugidnunu bulusturarak sularin yikselmesini saglarken hesapsiz bir deprem etkisi yaratmaktadir. Ge¢cmis ile buginun
bulusmasi, nostalji ve 6zlem hislerinden ¢ok serinkanli bir bakisma yaratir. OImus bir cocugun odasini her gun toplamaya devam etmek istikrarli bir
eylemdir; gecmisi geri getirme cabasi icermez. Oznesi olmayan bir cimleyi tekrar telaffuz edebilmenin mimkun olmasi; bu gonul rahathgi, bize
hikayeyi yeniden, en basindan anlatabilme imkani saglamaz mi? Bu sayede ¢ocuk zihnimizle kaydettigimiz tuhaf gercekligi, aslinda artik olmayan
varliklarin pesimiz sira dizilen hayaletleriyle beraber baktigimiz bu manzarayi tekrar ve tekrar kendimiz bastan yaratiriz.

"Entities That Do Not Exist, The Inner Landscape"

The perspective of a child turning towards the world is a perception that everyone knows very well, but it is a perception that is distorted and
transformed by time over the years. The universe that envelops us when we are children is no different from the one we live in when we grow up. In this
sense, the universe remains unchanged; daily events, the places we enter and exit, the concept of time, and matter itself are essentially the same as
they were on the day we were born; they are almost identical. However, our perception completely changes, our feelings mature, our insight transforms,
and ultimately, we step from an abstract world of play/fantasy into a concrete world.

In modern children's literature, there are three fundamental concepts: Child's perspective, childlikeness, and children's reality. These three concepts are
the key to the pedagogical, visual, and aesthetic criteria for literature intended for children. Children's reality is the capturing of differences in
perception that children take as real but are not objective at all. (Diliduzgun, 1996:83) Somehow, although the idea that we were once children and how
we perceived the world feels very alien to us when development is complete, everything we felt at that time is now with us; it continues to live with us
as a part of us. Time travel, undertaken by not easy means, returns us to this reality we have forgotten.

Ummuhan Yoruk's struggles, opened in her own mind through arduous efforts, create an effect of an unplanned earthquake by bringing together the
past and present of the artist, allowing new connections to be established between the layers of her mind. The meeting of the past with the present
creates not feelings of nostalgia and longing but a cool appraisal. Continuously tidying up the room of a deceased child is a consistent action; it does
not involve an effort to bring back the past. The ability to pronounce a sentence without a subject again; doesn't this peace of mind allow us the
opportunity to retell the story from the very beginning? Thus, with the ghosts of entities that no longer exist lined up behind us, we recreate this scene
that we looked at with our strange reality recorded in our childlike minds, over and over again, from scratch.

If we replace a gaze with oppression, reason with violation, and forgiveness with guilt, wouldn't the rules of the game change completely?
